This 
sticker does not mean that the skill 
was done perfectly, but the child 
has studied, learned, practiced, im-
proved and done their best. 

Positive recognition of our students 
many achievements is acknowl-
edged with postings on the bulletin 
board.  Students also receive an 
engraved trophy for completion of 
the entire forty week semester.  �
